Motions 1 & 2 – Discussion & vote - Lisa Traditi (see attached)
Motion 2 Discussion: clarification was asked for about what Motion 2 actually means. Lisa explained that we always encourage publication. Research committee will be working next year to promote research. There was a recap of efforts to promote publication outside of the library literature. Some voiced concern that this motion has not be adopted as common practice. “Support” is not well-defined. Research and Advocacy will continue to try to work together to define the issues. 

Motion 2 was adopted by voice vote.

Motion 1 Discussion: Colorado Medical Society has had librarians on committees.
John Bramble brought up the tension between people who are licensed in hospitals versus librarians who are not licensed. MLA could be called on to explore licensure for hospital librarians. It was noted that the intent of the motion was to championing librarians, and it may have been limiting in being prescriptive. It may not have solved the problem of wanting to help advocate for libraries in hospitals.

Motion to rescind 1 was adopted by voice vote. (One apposed, no abstentions)
